As remeberance day approaches, TANYA VEINGARD looks at the significance
of poppies to the memory of the war dead.

FI Ahe poppy is probably the meost
slgiificanl Mower in the world.
And vet do we really know
whal it signifies? Each vear the
Remembrance Dav flower earns

millions and yel when we pul money

in the Poppy Appeal boxes do we
kmnow where it i going? Do we care?

Seveniyv-mine years ago ong of the
hest charity identithes was developed,
A Mawer, a poppy, a logo. A
Canadisn volunteer medical officer,
Colonel John McCrae, nnwittimgly
maie the poppy whal i is (oday when
he wrole o poem obouot  the
memorahle imagery thal the pajpies
prowing in Flamders Relds brought (o
mimd. i was published in Funch
magagine ihat syear anmd ihen
reprinted around the warld, The
venr was 1915, the war was nol sver
amd ¥et the charity had begun.

In 1921, the year of the formation
of the British Legion which soughi to
help ex-servicemen, saw the official
start of the Pappy Appeal. A Fremch
YMCA worker whose American
friemd had bheen so moved hy
MeCrae's posm thal she vowed Lo
wear @ pappy for evermore, visited
the newly formed Legion bearing
samples of anificial poppies she hod
mude. Her visions of o ‘Pappy My’
to mark the annlversary of the
Armistice and raise maney Lo help
provide employment and support for
ex-servicemen, hecame realily. (hi
11 November 1921, the British
Leglan raised E106,000 selling
POpPhes.

Since classical limes the poppy has
symbolised sleep or death and now
when we think of Remembrance Day
we think of the poppy and all it
signifies. Bul is it just death that @t
sigm % or shamld is it mare than
that? The whole cult surroanding
