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THEY BEAT ME AND

Family’s ordeal
after LMU fresher
beaten in city
centre race attack

THE family of Sarfraz Najeib, the LMU fresher assaulted
in Leeds City centre, have spoken out about their ordeal after
police identified the attack as being racially motivated.

Speaking from the family’s South Yorkshire home his
brother Shavad, who was also punched in the head, told
Leeds Student that Sarfraz .19 ,was “stable” and “"coming
round”. He said: “I was just hurt physically but Sarfraz
was hurt mentally as well as physically.”

A distraught Sarfraz told his cousin Nasir Uddin that
his attackers “beat me, beat me, beat me and left me for dead
in the street.”

“I'm disgusted at what they have done to my cousin.
He has never had any trouble in his life and could not hurt
anyone because he is so skinny.

“All the family have been disgusted by what happened
and we want justice. He has been through a great ordeal and
he didn’t deserve this. As a child 1 used to try to protect
him because | was the stronger one and I just wish I'd been
there to protect him.”

Leeds United footballers Lee Bowyer, 23, and Jonathan
Woodgate, 20, were last week questioned by detectives
investigating the attack. They were released on police bail
to return in March. :

Sarfraz and his 2nd year brother Shavad, both studying
Business Relations at Beckett Park, have been absent from
campus since the incident. Sarfraz was admitted to Leeds

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NUS reveal

the costs

A RECENT survey conducted by the NUS
has discovered that of the forty per cent
of students who work during term time,
thirty per cent claim that they are working
to pay for basic living costs, and over hall
claim that their work is affecting their studies.
I'he survey was conducted m May 1994,
with 300 working students interviewed. The
NUS have resigned themselves to the fact that
some students have to work dunng term time,
and thev say the new survey is designed to

According to the survey & third of working
students need their term time employment Lo
cover hasic living costs. The report, commussioned
by the NUS says: “N lany students have no choee
but to work. Many working students w ould sutfer

hardship if they stopped working to supplement
their income.

'he survey also found that twenty mne pes
cent of working students doing the same job
s full-time stall were being paid less than them
However, despite lack of contriacts and low pay
only ten per cent thought they were treated
pOOTTy

Alistair Holt, second vear Geography studen
al Leeds University, said: *T"m working for
the extra money but also for my future career
[ know I'm getting paid a lot less than the full-
time staff.”

Over a third of working students also reported
health and safety problems at work, the most
commuon being a lack of safe transport home
late at night,

The NUS expressed concemn over the findings
of the survey, however, they believe that previous
attitudes towards working students no longer
apply. “The NUS for many years believed that
it was unacceptable that students worked to
supplement maintenance support. We now
recognises that some students chose to work,
and that they require support in earning theu
rights at work.”

To help make students aware of their nghts
at work the NUS plan to increase links with
the TUC. At the moment only three per cent of
working students are members of a trade umon.

The NUS are also calling lor the governmentl
to tackle tackle hardship: “Extra funds musl
be released to tackle hardship in education.”

Disgruntled Geography student Ahstair said:
*We used to get grants in the past. now 1ts
been cut down to nothing and more and more
students are being expected 1o work 1o support
themselves.”

The NUS also believe that the national
mimmum wage should be raised, and that it
should be the same for workers of all ages.

However, the NUS do not believe the situation
is going to improve: “The trend towards students
mixing work with study is not going to disappear.
The Government is committed to the expansion
of tertiary education, and with many of the new
places in education being offered on a part time
hasis, the number of people mixing study with
work is likely to increase.”

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Finalist’s ordeal
in violent Hyde

A FINALIST was threatened and
bundled into the back of a car in
a violent mugging in the early
hours of Sunday morning.

Simon Carter, a Pharmacology
student was walking back from a
night out in town at approximately
3:40 am when he was abducted ten
metres away from his house on Hessle
Terrace.

The attack is almost a repeal
incident of a case reported in Leeds
Student on November 19 involving
a finalist who was abducted and beaten
by violent muggers in Headingley.

The Leeds University student
explained: “Me and my girlinend
were walking back from a mght out
at LMU. I had just walked her home
and and as 1 turned into my road |
was approached by this bloke asking
me if I had any ganja on me

“I told him that I was clean but
then the guy began insisting that
his brother had been attacked a few
streets away and [ fitted the description
of the culprit, I told him [ was not
involved in any assault and then before

Simon was then driven by two
men to Shire Oak Road in Headingley
to a cashpoint where he was forced
to hand over his bank account cards
and pin numbers,

The shaken student said: “When
we'd arrived at the Midland Bank
cashpoint, one of the two men
threatened to smash my face in if |
refused to hand over my pin numbers.

“They then took my switch card
and Mastercard off me and checked
to see if I'd given them the right codes.
Then I was bundled back into the car
and they dumped me on someone s
front driveway five minutes away.”

After his thirty minute ordeal,
Simon was then driven back to his
house in Hyde Park by one of the
local residents where he phoned
the police

Concerned housemate Petel
MeQuilton said: “When the police
came round to our house they said
that this was the third incident of its
kind involving two or three Astans

and a white car”™

The third vear Genetics student
added: “When things like this happen
to your housemate, it brings home
the dangers of walking around Hyde
Park.

“It’s a good job that Simon didn’t
put up a fight, it’s worrying to think
what these people could have done.”

Simon, who is now a lot more
weary about walking around in Hyde
Park said: "I"ve become a lot more
paranoid and I won't trust people
very easily anymore.”

The two men were both of Asian
origin with Leeds accents,

One is approximately 51t Sins,
with & small build and a goatee beard,
the other is described as heavily built,
with an earring in one ear and was
weanng a beige coat with a red stripe
The car they were driving was a white
Mazdha.

A police spokesperson said: “The
incident has been reported and the
police are n the process of dealing
with the case.” ;

He was then approached by
two men who forced him into the back
seat of his own car, assaulted him and
repeatedly threatened to kick, stab and
shoot the terrified student.

Michael said: “It was a terrible
experience for me. They took about £10
cash from my wallet, £400 from my
account, my mobile phone and £200 worth
of stereo and CDs,

The terrifying ordeal which lasted for
approximately one hour left the finalist
fearing for his life.

“I never actually saw a knife or a gun
but they kept saving that their mates were
around the corner and I believed them
when they said they would shoot me and
stab me. The whole time [ thought |
was going to die.

The three attackers were described as
Asian and of small, medium and large
build respectively, .

A man was arrested in connection with
the abduction but was later released on
bail pending further enquiries.

Mobile phone
brain tumour

link leads to
local study

FEARS that mobile phones can give you
brain tumours are being investigated as
part of Leeds University’s international
research.

The high powered research coincides with a
period of ever increasing mobile phone ownership
with 40 per cent of people now having phones
despite tears over I'H.'l‘\-“ﬂl‘;t health risks to the user.

I Tricia McKinney, a senior research fellow
in the Academic Unit of Epidenuology and Health
Research, will lead the project which starts in
April and involves conducting interviews with
people who have developed brain tumours and
those who have not.

She explained: “Our work will try to idenufy
possible causes of tumours by studying people’s
habits through the use of a relatively detailed
computerised guestionnaire

“We will look at people’s jobs and at their
hobbies which might involve handheld radio
operators, proximity to overhead power lines or
electrical appliances or exposure 1o certain pesticides
or solvents.

The project, funded by the European Union,
involves six other European countries and Canada,
the USA, New Zealand and Australia and should
be complete by 2004. As well as the West Midlands,
the British research will be conducted by universities
and hospitals in Scotland, Trent and the Wesl
Midlands. _

But Leeds will be the sole centre ol a
supplementary study which will seek to validate
people’s memories of how they use their mobile
phnnu in arder to assess the influence of mobiles
in the main study.

“We have gained the cooperation of the fous
main mobile networks in the UK - Vodafone, BT
Cellnet. One2One and Orange.” said McKinney

“*The study will look for volunteers 1o give signed
consent that their mobile usage will be monitored

by us. After a year we will ask them questions
about how much they thought they used their
phone and we will compare this to the actual
information we have on them.

*This will provide us with an association. We
may find that if they use their mobile for more
than an hour a day then this might affect memory.”

Despite their cooperation in the trials, this
latest research will be nervously anticipated by
the mobile phone giants who have been alarmed
by reports linking mobiles to confusion and
headaches.

A recent study conducted by scientists at Lund
University found that mole phone radiation can
set off what could be a disastrous chain reaction
in the body,

The Swedish scientists camied out expenments
on rats using microwave fields which mimicked
mobile phone emissions. After two minutes’
exposure, the rats’ blood-brain safety barrier
opened up, allowing proteins and toxins to enter
the brain.

Another study found that only two minutes
of exposure can disable a safety barrier in the
body which 1s meant to protect the brain from
harmful substances in the blood. Once they invade
there is a higher chance of developing diseases
of the brain and the nervous system.

The Leeds research is also being directed by
Professor Ray Cartwright. Dr McKinney said:
“Itis a p!'l'-':]u-gu to be playing a leading role in &
large and very powerful study and even better that
we are the centre of the validation study.”

A CONTROVERSIAL fees debate has been
sparked after 1t was announced that students
from European Union countries could avord
paying tuition fees at British universities
while Britons will still have to pay.

If plans to scrap fees in Scotland go tirough it is
possible for EU residents to ¢laim discnmination il
they are not exempt (00, As a result, students who
study in Britain from Europe could be subsidised
to the sum of £1,025.

A spokesman for the European Commission feels
that these potential reforms would create a legal
problem for Britam. Additionally. the NUS foresees
an uproar 1l “home™ undergraduates are treated
differently from their European counterparts.

According to recent debate, it appears that English,
Welsh and Northern Insh students wall be the only
ones left having to pay fees. With Great Britain being

a member of the EU, the payment of fees in parts of

the country cannot be counted as discrimination
against the rest of the UK in the European
courts. However, a senior Westminster source told
The Scorsman paper: “"David Blunkett 1s uncomtortable
about the potental Enghsh ramuhications of the issue.”

These discussions come at a time when Leeds
University 15 starting to charge its students interes!
tor not paving fees. Letters were sent dunng the exam
period threatening a £15 fine per month to all students
who had not vet paid. The Union Council have reacted
strongly to this new bind 1o students and have
made a formal complaint to the University.

Simon Rothstein, the Finance and Administration
Officer for LUU said: “We directly oppose tuition
fees and are particularly angry with these exiri charges

which punish the poorest students who cannot afford
10 pay.”
The tuition fees office at Leeds University said:
“Originally the fees were to be accumulative: £15
per month. But partly due to the Union’s letter and
other problems the charges are being reviewed.

“We are currently looking at the reasons tor non-
pavment, and the fairness of these lees.”

The Leeds Free Education society which campaigns
against fees meets at 4pm on Wednesdays upstairs
in the LUU building and are trving 1o bring non-
payers together in the face of this new financial burden.

Pressures on financial hardship have been increased
by problems faced i the Student Loan Company
Al both Leeds Universities thousands of students
have been left without therr second mstallments
due 1o unknown problems. Many students were asked
to re-submit bank details before Christmas.

In November thousands of students from all over

Lad mag forced to
say sorry to suicide
victims’ families

GLOSSY gentleman’s mag FHM has
landed 1n more hot water over its infamous
‘suicide guide” distributed in a supplement
to student unions last year.

Families of two suicide victims lodged
protests with the Press Complamnts Comimmission
over the item, while complaints from student
unions were also upheld.

The offending article gave advice on the
ten best ways to kill vourself, as well as naming
students who recently took their own lives.

NUS Welfare Vice-President James Asser
sard that the magazine deserved to face a
dressing-down. He remarked: “We've heard
that the verdict 1s damning and we're delighted
that the PCC upheld the complaints against
what is the most appaling piece of journalism
['ve seen in a long time.”

FHM editor Anthony Noguera has written
letters of apology to the families of the students
named although the magazine has not made
a public apology.

The letters began with an apology, but also
a defence to explain why the article had been
included. Noguera wrote: “The article was
designed as a deterrent and a waming to students,

written in a language and style that they
understand.

“Much of the discussion around this piece
has taken the actual article wildly out of context
and misrepresented much of what was in it”

The Press Complaints Commission has now
agreed that FHM was involved in a “serious
breach” of its code on intrusion into grief.

“In this case, the commission noted that the
complainants’ children had died relatively
recently - in one case only a few months
prior to the publication - and the magazine
should have taken every care strictly to abide
by the terms of the code which requires sensitivity
in such circumstances. It had not done so, and
instead of due sensitivity had treated their
deaths in a gratuitously humourous manner.”

The Samaritans took a close interest in
the FHM publication. It knows it needs such
magazines to get to one of the most vulnerable
suicide groups. young men. However, Simon
Armson, Chief Executive said: “FHM did
not get the balance correct, 1t ran the risk of
causing damage to :hme pcnple who are already
in a vulnerable state.”

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Old gas meter
threatens lives
of two tenants
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HIDDEN DANGER: The leaking gas meter

A FAULTY industrial gas meter
almost caused a serious explosion
and left a student flat without gas
for six days.

Andy Roberts, a Multi-Media finalist
at Leeds Metropolitan University was
busy filming a coursework project in the
basement of his house on Woodhouse
Chitt, when a friend said he could smell
gas.

Transco were called and after looking
at the meter said it needed to be replaced
immediately,

Their engineer told the residents that
he had never seen a meter like it and that
it was probably an industrial meter aged
about thirty years old.

Andy said: “Our gas meter was just
resting on a milk crate. It could have
been knocked over so easily who knows
what would have happened.

“It was a total inconvenience because
we were without gas for six days.”

The gas meter to the entire block of
three flatlets was eventually replaced
by Transco and CORGI engineers had
to replace the piping.

Andy and his flatmate, Chrissy Nriapia,
a Public Relations student at LMU, had
asked their estate agents Anchor Properties
for gas safety check records when they
moved in.

They said: “We live in a downstairs
flat and the safety records we were shown
showed the other gas apphance locations,
but the basement wasn't marked.

“We were told by our landlords that
these things aren’t alwayvs marked down,
but are checked. Our meter provides the

GAS safety officials have
recommended the best ways to
avoid a dangerous gas leak.

Never use a gas appliance if
you think it's not working
properly. Signs to look out for
include yellow or orange flames,
soot or stains around the
appliance and pilot lights which
frequently blow out.

Never cover an appliance or

been passed as safe.”

Andy added: “Because we were
filming in the basement it was a
stereotypical ‘don’t light a match’ scenano.
We were even to scared to turn the hghts
on when 1t grew dark.”

Anchor Properties were unable to
comment on the situation,

Transco said: “We operate the gas
emergency service and will respond to
all reports of gas escapes, including
suspected carbon monoxide build-up.

“Landlords are responsible for ensuring
gas apphances are in good working order
and that they are checked for safety al
least every 12 months.

“They must also provide tenants with
evidence that these checks have been
carried out. Our 24 hour gas escape
number is O800 111 999"

The Gas Safety Regulations 1994
places these duties on gas consumers,
installers. suppliers and landlords.

Landlords must keep a record of the
safety checks and show them to the tenant
if requested.

Students  hving 1n rented
accommodation should ask 1o see written
proof of the safety checks.

Never block or cover outside
flues, or fit draughtstripping to
doors of a room containing a
gas appliance.

You should also have your
appliances checked for safety at
least every twelve months by a
CORGI registered installer.

PROBLEM WITH
RACE ATTACKS

hen Leeds United footballers Lee
Bowver and Jonathan Woodgate
were arrested in connection with the
what the police have described as
“racially motivated™ city centre
assault of a LMU fresher, the press attention to the
case went through the roof.

But has the media jumped on the case in concern
tor a student beaten in a busy city centre because of
the colour of his skin or thanks to the alleged
involvement of the footballers?

The answer 1s obviously the Leeds United link.
But Bowyer and Woodgate remain innocent until
proven guilty vet it 1s only the fact that they may or
may not have been involved that has kept up the
media interest in this case.

You would imagine that public revulsion would
be enough to bring such stories to the fore and keep
them there? Depressingly the answer 1s no. If there
was no link to famous footballers then the story of
Sarfraz Najeib would have stayed out of the
national spotlight.

This is in spite of the fact that he was beaten by
five men and left with with severe head injuries,
three broken ribs, a broken nose and a broken leg.
He still slips in and out of a coma-like state.

By focusing on the injuries Sarfraz sustained, the
sheer brutality of the attack becomes clear. But this
has been brushed over in so many reports of the
story, in some aspects almost to the point of being
incidental.

In the wake of the Stephen Lawrence enquiry
and its findings which were meant to herald a new
era of awareness it 1s unacceptable that incidents
which are more in keeping with the confederate
American South than a modern British city in the
year 2000 can be allowed to happen or be accepted
in such an accepting manner.

If anyone doubts this then ask yourself what the
name Ricky Reel means to you. In 1997 he was
murdered in a racially motivated case yet his killers
are still at large and the case has received very little
national coverage.

The coverage that the Sarfraz Najeib assault has
received though must be used to try and ensure the
public repulsion of the incident means that attacks
like this become a thing of the past.

NOT AGAIN

ust a few months ago, there was a vicious

attack inflicted on a student at Leeds

University. It was a violent car-jacking
imcident m which-a finalist was assaulted,
mugged and threatened in the back seat of his
own car. This week there has been a similar
incident involving a finalist again who was
abducted practically on his own doorstep.

With both assaults taking place in areas
with notoriously high crime rates, extra
measures surely need to be taken to ‘nip’ such
incidents ‘in the bud'.

Of course, there are no quick and easy
procedures which will help to reduce the
degree to which students are such easy

targets, but a few bobbies on the beat and
police cars patrolling the streets into the early
hours of the morning, may help a lot of people
sleep better at night.

Can’t we kick
out racism onc

and for all?

uspicion and
allegations are
still rife in Leeds
as police and
public consider
their verdicts on Lee
Bowyer and Jonathan
Woodgate, who were
arrested following an
argument and fight outside
Majestyk's night club.
Sarfraz Najeib, one of the
five Asians involved, was
left with head injuries and
a broken leg, Within a
week we saw them playing
top class football and all
was swept under the turf.

As much as we love it,
football has always had
problems with racism, such as
the incident concerning Mark
Bosnich, who, when playing for
Villa, gesuculated a Naa salute
to sensitive Tottenham
supporters. Criticism has also
sprung from other prejudices.
such as the scandal about
Graham Le Saux and his alleged
homosexuality.

Fans themselves often reveal
far worse behaviour, with Leeds
supporters ranking high in terms
of vicious and abusive chants.
This working class sport has
provided many male white
citizens with entertainment
through the generations.
Football 1s a passionate sport,
where reputation and honour are
sacrificed out on the field. The
grounds also provide those with
extreme views a chance Lo
recruit as well as vent their
outdated and discriminatory
beliefs. Many white fans rémain
stubborn and resistant (o
change, holding on desperately
to beliefs no longer acceptible
in mainstream thought.

The Home Office revealed
last week that violent offences
had risen by 3 per cent o
551,000, Officers are reported
as being reluctant o carry oul
street searches, for fear of being
branded racist. The fear
surrounding police officers is
apparently the consequence of
the Macpherson Report into the
Stephen Lawrence case. which
accused the police of being
institutionally racist”. It the
police do not get involved in
streel brawls, we can see a lack
of incriminating evidence, as in
the case of the Leeds plavers.
Leeds players are at the pinnacle
of English football, yet on their

club web site the closest one can
to being ‘community orientated’
was by inviting fans literally to
walk round the Elland road
ground. The lack of community
focus can possibly be attributed
to the clubs size.

It was interesting to see how
caverage ol the event varied.

BACKLASH', Most articles
contiuned httle or no mention of
the lack of community and
racial awareness the club holds,
| am sure that local opinion is
likely to be biased, as the club
have given Leeds something 1o
be proud of. Pride can represent
d resistance to truth and change,
not an image which Leeds
should be proud of.

Leeds United's Chairman,
Peter Ridsdale, speaks of
manager David O'Leary's
commitment to discipline: "He
1s forever instilling into his
players what i1s acceptable
behaviour and what is not."
This event should never had
happened. O'Leary's
punishment is also
questionable, imposing a mere
curfew on the players involved,
revealing a level of
l'l..‘h]'m]'l."-lhllll} no higher than
that imposed on a 12 year old.

Teams are independently

acting on problems which they
find. Some clubs are not putting
any time or funds aside in order
to take football onto the streets.
Football 1s not the only British
sport which fails to keep up
with the changing structure of
society. Cricket and rugby both
have an image which portrays
them as being impenetrable and
stigmatised. The huge turnout
in Headingley for the Pakistan
versus Australia match last
summer revealed the pride that
the Asian community hold
towards a country they no
longer inhabit. Many British
white residents might perceive
this behaviour as disrespectful
to the United Kingdom. Such a
lack of loyalty may be the result
of our nations cultural unease
with its own identity.

Those who believe in
nationahistic themes should
wake up 1o the realitv of
multicultural Britain, and
understand a broader
nationalism. Sport has gathered
people together for generations.
We must accept that not all
fighting between people of
different ruces is racially
motivated, but at the same time
it is important to keep an open
mind and make clear our views
to others with the object of
finding a solution to the
problem. Britain should be
proud of a society with a rich
and mixed population in its
midst, and must used the
current structure of
multicultural Britain to its best
advantage, without forgetting
that there is a place for
everyone if they really want it.

EVER in three years as a
student have I actively
supported the campaign
to resist the coming of
tuition fees. For years
now traditional calls to protest
have gone unheard amidst a
deafening roar of silence and
apathy. The national *day of action’
on campuses across the land two
vears ago was fun at the time, but
will g0 down in history as “that
sunny day when we had nothing to
do.’

On an early spring morning in 1998
universities and colleges across the land
closed for the day, activists with
megaphones pranced up and down union
steps everywhere and those of us who
found ourselves in the area stopped and
watched for a it

It didn’t make a blind bit of difference.
Labour, floating along on a huge majonty,
imposed tuition fees that September.
Andrew Pakes, the new President of the
NUS, took over a toothless paper tiger, a
highly-politicised, govermment-idolising
carecrs fair whose highest pnonty issue
now committed them to campaigning for
the repeal of legislanon passed by an
almost invincible government,

The NUS protested but with the
legislation passed the goalposts had
moved. What was needed from that point
on was a wholesale re-assessment of
NUS strategy, a forward-thinking plan to
provide stable support for students
saddled with ever-increasing debis and
untried financial arrangements.

What did we get’ » Andrew Pakes.

A Labour man through and through,
Pakes is following the yellow brick road
to a career at Millbank, pretending to
make a stand against an ‘unfair
imposition’. No change of policy, just a
call to arms for students around the
country to rediscover a campaigning
mentality buried in the listory books. The
National March For Educabon, a
cosmetic whimper on November 25 last
year, ted the nurage of active protest.

Now, in a shameless cave-in to
political expediency that 1s fast becoming
the hallmark of NUS leaders, Scottish
students have won a repneve from tuon
fees in the Scottish parli: ment. Conceived
s0 that Labour could retain the support of

the Liberal Democrats and thus a
controlling interest in the new parliament,
the deal smacks of heavy-handed and
thoughtless policy-making.

If we were ever in doubt, we know
now that this government, in all its sinewy
and sometimes srster forms, cares only
for the retention of 1ts own ;mwvr pase 1o
the exclusion of active concern for the
benfit of those who elected them.

Pakes has defended both the spinit of
the Scottish x'mupmmm and the future
pulu y of the NUS regarding tuition fees.

‘Access to education must be
underpinned by a fair student suppont
system and NUS will continue to fight for
a faur deal for studenis.

This was the line needed two years
ago. Now our higher educanon system 1s
bedevilled by contradictions and
uncertainties created not only by the
incompetence of NUS protests, but
actually aided by the confusing and 1ll-
thought out tactics of those who we
supposedly elect o represent us out there
in the big wide world.

And Enghsh and
Welsh students will still have to pay,
wherever they go, despite David
Blunkett's panic measures on Tuesday
offering a paltry £68m to support them.

We now have a two-ntier lhigher
education system. The NUS clam they
are worried for the future diversity of
British universities, They laud the
compromise in Scotland, yet moan about
the problems in England and Wales

But the problems we face now - a
renewal of petty political in-fighting,
another period of insitutional uncertainty
and mstability in the make-up of Briush
higher education - are not emerging
because of tuition fees. They will come to
the fore because now, in a United
Kingdom at the mercy of power-hungry
policy-makers, we are blessed with a
confusing mish-mash of education policy.

Penguin as a non-comedy. This
proves to be something of an
understatement as Newman's
profoundly pessimistic and
disturbing tale of a London
copper develops into the
original urban nightmare.

John Manners, neurotic
lover, beat walking bobby, soul
searching hero, has a dark side.
As the story unfolds, we
become aware of a sort of evil
within him.

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he name Rob Newman took me
back to a period in my life I'd
have preferred not to remember.

At the peak of their assault on the
commercial leviathan that was British
Stand-up comedy in the early 1990's, Rob
Newman, David Baddiel, Steve Punt and
Hugh Dennis’s The Mary White House
Experience was watched by thousands.
School corridors and canteens all over
Britain echoed to joyful cries of 'MILKY
MILKY." They were the only comedians
ever to have sold-out the 12,000 seat
Wembley Arena. Their original, irreverent
and quirky act won them a rapturous
audience and the Newman and Baddiel:
Live and In Pieces spin off video ensured
that they made enough profit to go away
and live happily ever after.

Of course, no one actually expected
them to do that. It was a shock, therefore,
when the day after the Wembley gig, just
when everything seemed to be going
smoothly, they suddenly announced that
they were splitting up.

The press made rumbling noises about
their “strained” relationship. Some made
uncharitable suggestions that David
Baddiel and Rob Newman might not like
each other very much any more. There was
a rumour that Baddiel had described his
ex-partner as “egotistical” and
"impossible to work with."

The Mary White house Experience had
ended, and its infamous duo disbanded.
Baddiel entered the mainstream, where
his delight in words like 'shagging’ meant
that he was absorbed quickly into the
burgeoning 'ironic’ lad culture, slotting
nicely into shows like Fantasy Football
with Frank Skinner. However, of his slightly
more intellectual, philosophical, and

agasaki, 1945: America,

| an emotional and gripping
dramatic tragedy. Or so this
magnificent opera, Puccini’s
personal favourite of the dozen he
wrote, goes. Madama Butterfly
opened, closed, and survived the
last century; and speaks of the
cultural wrangling that has
resounded from it.

East meets West under the
guise of the 15 year-old geisha girl,
Cio-Cio-San (Madama Butterfly),
wha is taken by Lieutenant
Pinkerton to be his wife, Butterfly
takes the marriage wholly
seriously, in contrast to Pinkerton,
who is an impulsive, carefree,
Hood-tjme guy, and is depicted

ere in a profoundly masculine,
whisky-swilling mode. In giving
herself to the marriage with tragic
sincerity in both her love and pride,

she is subsequently denounced for
her conversion to Christianity, The
first act ends with Butterfly
isolated and rejected by her family
and friends; alone, albeit naively
happy, with Pinkerton.

The interval and ice-creams
ensue; and in the mean-time
Pinkerton ups and leaves, and
three years lapses. We retum to
find Butterfly in poverty,
motherhood, and faithfully
awaiting Pinkerton's return; this
she reflects upon in her ironically
titled aria, "Un bel di’ (One Fine
Day). Although beautifully sung, it
was done so with an air of
theatrical melodrama that
removed us somewhat from the
potential power and tragedy that
the soliloguy offers. In seeming to
make a personal appeal to the
audience, Butterfly gave the
impression of being more
absorbed in us, than we are in her,

Granted, this amounted to
mere distraction, and is a very
minor quibble. For, there is little to
dissatisfy the discerning spectator
here, Puccini’s "Humming Song’
soon reabsorbed the audience as
Butterfly awaits the return of
Pinkerton's ship in a candlelit
night-vigil. He finally arrives with
his American wife, and intending
to adopt the child. In a tragic

hardly foolproof ingredients in your average pop pudding.
More Naked Chefthan darling Delia. Yet one boy called Stuart
from Reading is currently having his candy-flavoured cake
and eating it under the mischievous guise of ‘Jacques Lu
Cont". Championing all things synth and taking his audiences
on a dodgem ride through a place where Madonna still chews gum,
mobile phones weigh more than a household iron, and MP3 is nothing
more than a Battleships co-ordinate, Jacques’ body-popping brigade of
digital rhythms (his live band consists of a drummer called Jim and a
feﬁnw jump-suit wearer called Jo) are proud purveyors of all things
19805,

The decade that brought us Kraftwerk, leg warmers, Dallas and
deregulation is by no means a bad reference point, though, despite the
efforts of Gauleiter Thatcher and her gin-slinging clan of sycophants.
Yes, it's safe to come out now. We're at a safe distance here in the
haven of Y2K. It's okay to come clean about that secret slice of teary-
ered eighties nostalgia you've tucked away behind the fake-leather sofa
of your mind. Come out, come out! I've got a lovely can of Tab Clear
waiting for you (or was that 19917?) and a packet of iced gems to boot!
Not forgetting a blistering album called Darkdancer by Les Rythmes
Digitales.

The fact is that if you are reading this, the likelihood is that the
eighties were a time when a) you were born, or b) you were too busy
building the Mir Space Station in Lego to notice the Wapping revolution
or the furrows on Arthur Scargill's brow, As Thatcher's generation, we
are privileged to look back on the decade with a hazy fondness borne of
having been a minor rather than a miner. Ask your parents what the
remember about those years and the usual answer goes something Eke
this: " The Tories and crap music.” If you're lucky, they might just say:
“The Smiths, and you learning to walk.” Yet we can exclaim: "Tiffany!
The Dukes of Hazard! England winning at cricket!”

Jacques Lu Cont, barely out of the play-pen himself during those
heady days, may well shout: “The Human League! Madonnal” Well, not
exactly. "1 think people sort of think | sit at home listening to Madonna
and The Human League, but | listen to anything from Joni Mitchell to
Black Sabbath to Bjork to... err... Madonna,”

He can't deny that his latest album, Darkdancer is overtly ‘pop’, and
quite blatantly influenced by artists like The Human League: “With
Darkdancer| just wanted to create an eighties record. That was just
what | wanted to do. My fascination with the eighties came about
because | used to go to the library, and listen to stuff there. And you
know what libraries are like... it was all Duran Duran and that sort of
stuff, so I'm kind of paying homage to all those records.”

5o will Les Rythmes Digitales remain eighties-obsessed, or now that
we've entered a new century will Jacques be leading the nineties
revival? "After we've finished touring Darkdancer, that's definitely it. |
am going to do another single - not off the album - which will probably
come out in March, which is kind of the full stop at the end of the
eighties phase of Les Rythmes Digitales.”

There was no A&R man
at a record curnpan,]v_hhat::hing a plan to have this little guy with red hair
doing eighties pop. There was nothing like that behind it. It was my
idea, my thoughts, my music, my band.

“With people like SAW, it's just a way of making money. That is why
| think it's called the record industry... the idea to get four or five good
looking people, y'know, then saying ‘We'll write the songs, you just

of cocaine.

hether it was your New Year’s
resolution to calm down on
your ingestion of narcotics, or
to dip your toe into the water
of unknown and exciting neural
journeys, advice from friends, media and
government is ubiquitous, but can be
contradictory. According to some, Britain is
quietly turning into a drug culture. Melanie

Phillips of The Sunday Times stated that
“adults aren’t sure whether drugs are a great

evil at all” (9.01.200),

This apparent increasing acceptance
towards | et:?al substances was well
documented in C4's series Coked Up. Through
brave footage of a young group of sniffers,
the trilogy traced the proliferation of cocaine
use in a broad cross-section of people. It
came as no surprise to find out from the
series that users come from all walks of life
and that snorting is no longer the reserve of
a select few. Almost all of us know someone
who has sampled the white powder and
according to a recent study, 90 percent of our
banknotes harbour traces of the drug. C4’s
celebration of this fact began with My Mate
Charlie.

The programme spoke to many regular
users ranging from those with £1000 a day
habits to occasional dabblers. This was
followed by Cocaine On The Brain which
dedicated half an hour to the effect on the
neurological regions. Cocaine takes its effect
in the centre of the brain, the epicentre for
basic desires such as food and sex. The drug
works by increasing dopamine production
causing the tendency to turn every situation
into a fascinating and pleasurable one. The
problem occurs when the normality of day to
day life becomes unbearable in comparison.

The series then concluded with a lesson in
economics - Secrets and Lines looking at the
shady dealings of drug smuggling, tracing its
route from the hot climes to the smaller
distribution channels in the UK.

Best of the three was My Mate Charlie
which dealt with individual testimonies of
regular snorters. Two housewives who
regularly use coke explained how they saw
no ill effects on their ability to bring up their
children and found that it only gave a little
colour to their otherwise mundane lives.

y experiences of the drug are
only through friend's
testimonies and of candidly
hearing of its appeal. Whilst
working for a national paging
service in my first year | quickly became
aware that the use of cocaine was
widespread.

The effects of the drug are varied but the
widespread view is that it makes you highly
confident although the effect can last only a
little over 15 minutes and addiction is fast.

Like it or not attitudes to harder drugs are
increasingly changing along with mounting
pleas for the decriminalisation of softer
drl.:ﬂs such as cannabis. The spread of cocaine
as the favoured drug amongst many may
have been sparked off by those scared off
pills by deaths, like that of Leah Betts on
Ecstasy. People are turning to coke under the
misconception that it is a safer option.
Although its price tag leaves it out of many
people’ s reach, the price is also part of the
appeal. It will always hold an attraction to
those that want to join and belong to that
exclusive cachet.

A STUNNING week for film-o-philes
everywhere this edition.

Meanwhile there is something nasty
growing in the greenhouse in Don Siegel's
innovative chilling sci-fi classic, Invasion Of
The Body Snatchers (Saturday, 11.55pm,
BBC2). Kevin Mc Cathy is the doctor who
comes to realise that everyone in town is
being recycled - but guess what - no one will
believe him.

Keeping to the sci-fi genre, Superman,
(Sunday, 4.30pm, C5) one of my faves, makes
a welcome return to save the world with his
alter-ego Clark Kent,

Christopher Reeve became an overnight
